very day, she learns what it is like to
E live under military occupation. In fact,

that's all she -- or anyone under the
age of 33 in her country -- has ever known.

She is learning that doing well at school
can be difficult. Getting there is her first

hurdle.The armed occupation soldiers at
the checkpoint on the way to her school
tell her all she needs to know about why
100 other children have been killed in the

last 4 months.

On the days that she can get to school
safely, she dreams of becoming a doctor
and helping her people, but unlike most
children her age in America, she has

already learned enough about reality to

understand that this will remain only a dream.

Although her parents make sure that she has enough food
and clothing, she has learned that it has become more difficult
for them to support her and her brothers since her father lost

his income last month. She remembers seeing
him cry when his brother came by to tell him
that the occupying soldiers had bulldozed the
olive trees planted by his great-grandfather.
Like all children, she knows the sounds of
rain and birds, but she has also learned to tell
the difference between the sounds of an
American M-16 firing live ammunition and an
